On June 12, 2010, the Jonesboro Fraternal Order of Police, Lodge #8 hosted their 3rd Annual Youth Fishing Derby at Craighead Forest Park.  Since the first Fishing Derby, the numbers have increase each year.  This year, approximately 200 children came out to participate, along with their parents.

Several fish were caught by the children participating, with 32 fish being the most caught by any one child.
  
Trophies were given in each of the three age divisions (8 and under, 9-12, 13-15) for Biggest Fish, Smallest Fish and Most Fish Caught.
